PLASTIC BAGS

Plastic bags, wraps & films are our
#1 contaminant. Recycle items loosely
and not in plastic bags! Take clean
and dry plastic bags back to store
drop-off collections.

SHREDDED PAPER

Shredded paper builds up in our
equipment creating unnecessary
maintenance & cleanup.
Take confidential papers to
a shredding event.

YUCK

Putting garbage, liquids, food, or
‘wish-cycled’ items in the recycling
makes it harder and more costly to
process clean recyclables. When in
